Many mammails live in burrows. Some of the most common burrowing animals found in
North America include various types of mice, moles, prairie dogs, badgers and ground
squirrels. Burrows not only serve as a home for these creatures, but also benefit the
environment by aerating the soll. These creatures also fertilize the soll by leaving their
droppings and nesting materials below ground, and encourage plant growth by depositing
seeds throughout their underground tunnels. Since many of these animals are prey animals,
these burrows offer some measure of protection from non-burrowing predators.
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
